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LETTER FROM OUR RECTOR 
 
As we enter the autumn each of our churches will be 
preparing for their harvest celebrations.  Harvest is the 
traditional time to say thank you to God for the beauty of 
creation and to praise God for the bounty of good things 
which his creation provides for us to enjoy.  We do so 
through our hymns and prayers of praise and  
thanksgiving.  The old hymn writer, Robert Grant, put it 
succinctly when he wrote the verse of the hymn  
óO Worship the Kingô 
 
Thy bountiful care what tongue can recite? 
It breathes in the air, it shines in the light, 
It streams from the hills, it descends to the plain, 
And sweetly distills in the dew and the rain.  
 
That phrase ówhat tongue can reciteô suggests that we cannot adequately praise 
God for his bountiful goodness in words alone- either said or sung.  However, 
we can express our thankfulness and praise in other ways.   
 
We can do so through our wise stewardship of the natural resources God has 
provided for us. We do this particularly when we respect the rhythms of life that 
God has put into creation for rest and renewal and do not allow an insatiable 
appetite for far more than we need to damage those rhythms beyond repair, such 
as  in the destruction of the rainforest or the over-fishing of our seas.   It is worth 
reminding ourselves how gluttony and greed are highlighted in scripture as sins 
from which we need to turn.    
 
We can also do so by our own generosity and willingness to share what God has 
given to us. St Paul in his letter to the Corinthians encourages the Christians to 
give cheerfully and with trust and reliance on God.  He tells the Corinthian 
Christians to be generous and not to give with reluctance.  He encourages them 
to realise that in sharing with others they are indeed bringing praise to God for 
his goodness. 
 
So the challenge for this harvest time is what will we share with others?  What 
gifts will we give out of our manifold abundance to help and  
encourage those who have much less than ourselves.  Why not pray a  
simple prayer, and ask God to show you to whom he would have you give this 
harvest time, as an act of thanksgiving for his goodness to you.

Receiving the Award on behalf of The friends, Joyce Burtenshaw confirmed 
that managing the churchyards at Hemblington has been a combined effort over 
many years with groups including Blofield & District Conservation Group 
(BADCOG), Bure Valley Conservation Group, Friends of All Saints, members 
of the congregation and many others all contributing their time, knowledge and 
experience to make the churchyards a haven for a large variety of wild flowers 
as well as safe habitats for birds, bees, butterflies and mammals.  A huge vote 
of thanks also goes to the officers of Norfolk Wildlife Trust, for their energy, 
enthusiasm, knowledge and training sessions which have inspired many to  
become involved in such projects.

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 Some more of our occasional series of the war time memories of Eric Jarrold 

8th Air Force Memories 
 

My first contact with the USAF in Britain was on the 19th September 1942. A 
school friend of mine John Jackson who lived in Wymondham had a  
Civil Engineer staying at his house who was involved in the construction of the 
American Air Base at Hethel. 
 
The gentleman took my friend and I on a complete tour of the runways and  
perimeter track. We stopped at one of the aircraft parking areas where 3 USAF 
Mitchell Bombers were parked. A crew chief let us go inside one of the aircraft 
and told us all about the instruments and workings of the aircraft. 
As members of the Air Training Corps we  used to have flights in Military  
aircraft. On the 22nd May 1943 we visited the USAF base at Horsham St 
Faiths, where while we were waiting for our flight RAF Rapide/Dominie  
aircraft we were allowed to inspect the USAF P-47 Thunderbolt Fighters of the 
54th fighter Group. This was still a grass airfield before being altered and  
upgraded with runways. 
 
It was a long wait until my next visit to to a USAF airbase. On the 14th May 
1944 we visited USAF Hethel home of the 389th Bomber Group. We were  
collected by British Army lorries and taken to the base. There we went on a 
tour of the base visiting dispersal points, shown over a Liberator Bomber and 
taken for a ride in a Jeep. 
 
In June and July we visited the Armoury and rifle ranges at Horsham St Faiths 
and at the end of July returned to Hethel where we visited the Photography  
section where we were shown film of raids over Germany , and told how they 
were taken and processed. A lorry took us to see a crashed Liberator on the 
 perimeter track and we then spent some time in the control tower watching the 
Liberators taking off and landing on training flights as well as looking at the 
planes under maintenance in the hangers. 
 
The last visit I made to a USAF base as an ATC member was in the November 
and this was the best of all. During the visit a few of us slipped away and went 
to the operations room to see if any Liberators were flying that  day we learnt 
that one had had an engine change and was due for a test flight that day. We 
were introduced to the two pilots, issued with chest parachutes and told to wait 
in the crew room. We then got into Jeeps and were taken to the dispersal point. 
We flew for about an hour around the City area in occasional cloud at around a 
1000 feet. We visited the various turrets and took turns sitting in the co pilotôs 
seat flying hands on with the pilot. Later we were given a further opportunity to 
fly, this time for 3 hours covering a much larger area from Cromer in the North 
down to Harwich in the South.  
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.We were not able to fly over Yarmouth. Lowestoft or the Felixstowe Naval 
areas as any aircraft flying over these were automatically fired at being a  
forbidden area. It was almost dark when we got back, returned our parachutes 
and thanked the crews for allowing us to óunofficiallyô fly with them. By this 
time our ride back to Norwich had left so we went to the lorry park and got a 
lift back to the City on the Liberty trucks taking the Yanks into the City as they 
did each evening. We collected out bikes and called in on Our CO, the late  
FL/LT Raffles to let him know we were home safely. 
 
My final visit to the USAF base at Horsham St Faiths was in April 1945. I 
wore my ATC uniform and went to the entrance on Fifers Lane where I was 
met by USAF Chaplain Captain Edwards. My visit had been arranged by a 
neighbour  of mine. The first stop was the ground crewôs Mess where we had 
lunch.  
Afterwards we went on our cycles visiting the church on the base, the control 
tower to watch Liberators taking off and landing and also visited the briefing 
room, Meteorology section and the air Sea Rescue Section. After cycling to the 
flare path caravan at the Hellesdon end of the runway 05. I was allowed to 
flash a green on the Aldis lamp to signal a Liberator to take off. 
 
It was a perfect end to visiting the USAF in war time , as the war in Europe 
ended some 5 weeks later and I had been called up into the Army. 
 
I also have many memories of visiting Hethel, Attlebridge and Horsham St 
Faiths bases to see the Liberators return and land after raids over Europe. There 
you were one of the many people who turned up to see them. Some aircraft  
firing red and white flares to show they had wounded on board or a damaged 
aircraft. 
 
On 22nd April 1944, I remember when the Liberators went out late and arrived 
home in the dark. German fighters came in with them and I saw one go over 
my home in a mass of flames and it crashed in Daniels Road. Another crashed 
in a field in line with Runway 09, just short of the Cromer Road. 
It was also interesting early in the morning to see the Base Assembly ships fly 
over firing flares and trailing marker flares for that particular bases aircraft to 
assemble onto. The Horsham St Faiths Bomber had a large K on the side and 
was covered in large multi coloured polka dots. When all had been formatted, 
he returned to his base and the bombers carried on to their targets, sometimes 
in mass formations of 1000. 
 
I have many happy memories from over two and a half years in the 8th Air-
Force in England and can still remember them very clearly even though it is 
now over 70 years since they happened.
